Matt Hector and John Welch continued their good play from the morning with both winning their games in the
afternoon and Matt Walker played some stunning golf and was 5 under par when he won 6/5.

This left the County Vice Captain on the course 2 down with three to play. He won the 16" and hit a superb
shot pin high onto the 17", his opponent Adam Glass was unable to make par and lain was all square with
one to play. He missed the green left and played out of the buker before leaving his putt on the edge of the
hole losing one down.
