£12.  You now have 26 Counties giving you a choice of over a 1000 
golf clubs to visit and play, including in Hampshire. 
 
Many of the fees at the South West courses will be 50% of the day rate 
green fee. Dorset clubs are requested to reciprocate likewise with 
visitors from the South West Region. Otherwise the reduction in fees 
allowed is at the prerogative of the hosting club. The club has the right 
to refuse visiting players if the course is unavailable. Note: Weekends 
and Public Holidays are excluded from the scheme. (Please check with 
the club) 
 
Members have to confirm with the club Secretary or Professional at 
least 72 hours in advance so as to ensure it convenient to play as a 
Card holder on a particular day, and ascertain the reduced fee 
payable. You may be refused if you just turn up and expect to play 
 
The card must be produced as proof of identity to obtain the 
concession.  
 
The cost of a card - £12.00  
 
Membership is only available to members of clubs who are 
participating in the scheme.  
 
Requests for membership should be submitted to the County Secretary 
using the application form over.
